Have You Heard ??

D-STAR

D-STAR stands for Digital Smart Technology
for Amatenr Radio. The purpose of D-STAR is to
allow HAM Radio opgrators to speak further and
clearer using digital voice while sending data from
1200 BPS on up at the same fime. The D-STAR
system covers communications on HF, VHE, and
UHF radio bands while defining interfaces for
both radios, repeaters, Internet mterconnections,
and PC interfaces.
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Technical details

D-STAR transfers both veice and data via digital
encoding over the 2 m (VHF), 70 cm (UHF), and
23 em (1.2 GHz) amatear radio bands, Voice is
encoded as a 2400 bps data stream nsing AMBE
encoding, 1200 bps FEC, Data sircams are sent at
4800 bit/s over the 2 m and 70 ¢m bands and at
128k bps over the 23 cm band. Radios providing
data service nse a RS-232 or USB connection for
low speed data (960 bps) and Ethernet for high
speed connections to allow easy interfacing with
computer eqmpment.

Equipment

Althengh Icom is the first to support D-STAR,
any company can produce equipment to support
this protocol. The equipment known to
